As the whole world remembers the world’s most famous luxury liner, Titanic Museum 
Attraction in Pigeon Forge, Tn. will continue to open the door to the past in its one-of-a-
kind way – letting “passengers” experience what it was like to walk the hallways, parlors, 

cabins and Grand Staircase of the Titanic while surrounded by more than 400 artifacts 
directly from the ship and its passengers.  As visitors touch a real iceberg, walk the 

Grand Staircase and third-class hallways, reach their hands into 28-degree water, and 
try to stand on the sloping decks, they learn what it was like on the RMS Titanic by 
experiencing it first-hand.

Discover your passenger or crew’s fate in 
the Titanic Memorial Room where 2,208 names line this historic wall.
